Voters in New Mexico overwhelming support various campaign finance and ethics reform proposals that may be introdudedisiaheae.

U Ninein-ten voters (91%) support a proposal that would require all large political contributions from individuals, corporatiotisalpoli
action committees (PACSs), ngnofits and uniongo be made public (75%trongly supporthe measure)

U Ninein-ten vaers support a bill that would require all independent political groups who are spending money on political campaigns 1
report who their donors are and how the money is being spent.

U Threequarters (74%) of voters say they support keeping limits on the umihof money that individuals can contribute to political
candidates (50% argtrongly supportive

Campaign finance reform has broad bipartisan support with the large majority of Democrats, Republicans, and independeriisgsepph of
three proposaldisted above.

It should also be noted that twthirds of voters (68%) believe that limiting the amount of campaign contributions to a candidate helps to preven
corruption. The majority of Democrat (71%), independent (69%), and Republican (62%) vokeve p&icing limits on individual campaign
contributions helps to prevent corruption.

LOBBYISTS

The vast majority of voters (90%) say it would be a good idea to require registered lobbyists to make public the hidls tragshave been hired
to advocae for so that voters know who is lobbying on issues in New Mexico.

Voters in the Albuguerque Metrarea(74%) are more likely than those in East®&ew Mexico (51%) to feel campaign contribution limits help

prevent corruption, as are Anglo voters (72%) compared to Hispanics (64%). Those with higher education attainment &selsare likely to

feel campaign contribution limits help prevent coption.

The percentage of statewide voters who slayiting the amount of campaign contributions to candidates helps to prevent corruption has

increased since the previous study, but is identical to results observed in the 2015 study.
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Voterswere informed that New Mexico currently has a closed primary system in which only registered Democrats can vote in Dgmo@eaés
and only registered Republicans can vote in the Republican primaries. Voters were also informed that approximdtefiveneters in New
Mexico are either not associated with a party or belong to a minor party and therefore cannot vote in Democratic or Rejpnalic electiors.

Voters were then asked if théyelieveprimary elections should be open to all voters om@n closed as they are now.

Overall, seveiin-ten (71%) voters believe primary elections should be open to all registered voters, whilguarter (26%) say they should
remain closed. Voters who are more likely than others to say primary electionsisbewlpen to all voters include:

u Females (75%) compared to males (66%)

u Those between the ages of 18 and 64 (74%) compared to seniors (61%)

u High school graduates (80%) compared to those with a graduate degree (56%)
u Independents (83%) compared to Democrat8%) and Republicans (64%)
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Voters were informed that in New Mexico, only candidates running for the Public Regulation Commission, the Supreme GberCaod of
Appeals receive pdiz campaign financing; a system that provides public funds for use in election campaigns once the candidate meets
program gualificationsThey were then asked if they think public campaign financing should be expanded to include candidates rurotivey for
judicial races.

As shown above, half (51%) of voters believe that public campaign financing should be expanded to candidates runningudicaheaces,
though 34% do not believe it should be expanded, and 15% are unsure or have no opinion.

Democrats (55%) and independents (53%) are more likely than Republicans (43%) to believe public campaign financing sipauldieblefrexn
PRC and Supreme/Appellate Court candidates to all judicial candidates. Further, those with a graduate degree &@3%asare likely to believe
public campaign financing should be expanded.

Overall, results are consistent with those observed in previous studies.
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Nine-in-ten voters statewide believe it is a good idea to require registdoddbyists to make public the bills or issues they have been hired to
advocate for, so that voters know who is lobbying on certain issues in New Mexico.

For example, 91% are supportiverefjuiring that all political contributions from individuals, corporations, political action committees (PACS),
non-profits, or unions be made publidn fact, threequartersof voters say theytrongly supportequiring public disclosure of these types of large
political contributions. Just 6% oppose this proposal. Older voters and those with higher education attainment levelsdileeiydo support this
proposal.

Nearly ninein-ten (87%) wters supportrequiring former legislators to wait at least two years after their term ends before they are able to
become paid lobbyists to the legislatur@®6% say thegtrongly supporthe legislature adopting such a proposal).

Nine-in-ten (89%) voterslso say they eithestrongly suppori{62%) orsomewhat suppor{27%)creating an independent ethics commission to
establish and enforce rules regarding the ethical behavior and actions of stdfecials compared to just 7% who are opposed to creating an
independentethics commission.
